In the spring of 2004, the Northwest Fisheries Science Center partnered with the Population Identity Program at the Southwest Fisheries Science, the Marine Mammal Commission, and the Center for Marine Biodiversity and Conservation to host a Symposium and Workshop aimed at addressing the shortcomings in our understanding of species-level and subspecific variation in cetaceans in relation to their conservation and management.  The goal was to develop recommendations for improving that understanding, with an emphasis on molecular approaches and modern techniques for communicating and facilitating progress in taxonomy and forensic applications.  This symposium also included a workshop on the taxonomy of killer whales.
